	2nd The Americas Film Festival NY Announces The Americas Award Winners at Packed Closing Night Ceremony

Best Experimental: Enfrentar Animales Salvajes (Argentina)
Best Animation: Historias Contaminadas (Bolivia)
Best Documentary: ABECE (Cuba)
Best Fiction: Yunaisy (Cuba)
New York, June 28, 2015 - In addition to the New York premieres of major feature films and documentaries from throughout the Americas, the 2nd edition of The Americas Film Festival NY –TAFFNY- organized the Americas Film Festival Short Films competition. On Thursday June 26th, TAFFNY announced The Americas Award Winners during a packed Closing Night Ceremony at the National Museum of American Indian (NMAI). Yunaisy by Juan Pablo Daranas (Cuba) won The Americas Award for Best Short Fiction; Best Animation was awarded to Bolivian film Historias contaminadas (Toxic Tales) by Denis Chapon; Best Documentary went to Cuban film ABECE by Diana Montero; Best Experimental Short film went to Enfrentar animales salvajes (To Face Wild Animals) by Jeronimo Quevedo (Argentina); while Las Ventanas directed by Maryulis Alonso (Cuba) and Una Pared (A Wall) by Javier Ferreiro got Special Jury mentions. The jury included Alex Lora, Isabel Estrada, Gy Mirano, Kevin Canfield, Ronald Kopp and Campbell Darglish.
A full house attended the Closing Night Ceremony and Awards Presentation, followed by the 
U.S. premiere of Embargo Project (Canada) an anthology of five short films by Canadian Indigenous women. Participating in a collective process, each director created a film under restrictions imposed on them by their peers, to push each artist into new creative territory.
The second edition of The Americas Film Festival of New York took place in various locations of the city on June 22-26, 2015, showcasing feature films in fiction and documentary as well as shorts and animations that represent the rich diversity of cultures, languages and stories of the Americas. TAFFNY is a cultural project of the Division of Interdisciplinary Studies at the Center for Worker Education of the City College of New York (CUNY), in collaboration with the Smithsonian National Museum of the American Indian, The Cervantes Institute, NY, BMCC, NYU’s King Juan Carlos of Spain Center, the CCNY Division of Humanities and the Arts, and the CCNY Colin Powell School for Civic and Global Leadership.
